Working with U.S. ambassadors and local leaders, he led efforts to enhance the capability and capacity of regional navies and coast guards. Cosgriff was the Deputy Commander, U.S. Fleet Forces Command in Norfolk, Va. Before that, he served as Director for Warfare Analysis and Integration for the Chief of Naval Operations, and was the Director, Office of Program Appraisal for the Secretary of the Navy. During the Clinton administration, he was the Director, White House Situation Room and Director of Systems and Technical Planning for the National Security Council. 

Cosgriff also served as Executive Assistant to the Under Secretary of the Navy, and previously was Deputy Director of the Chief of Naval Operations Executive Panel. He was Assistant Director for U.S. House of Representatives Liaison in the Office of Legislative Affairs and had served as Executive Assistant to the Navy’s Director of Strategy and Policy. He was also an analyst at the Defense Intelligence Agency/National Military Intelligence Center.

Cosgriff also commanded Cruiser Destroyer Group Eight/Theodore Roosevelt Battle Group and previously commanded Destroyer Squadron 32 and USS Robert G Bradley (FFG 49).

Cosgriff graduated from the U.S. Merchant Marine Academy at Kings Point, N.Y., and was among the first students to receive a Master of Science degree in Strategic Intelligence from the National Defense Intelligence College, on which Board of Visitors he now serves. He earned the Naval War College Foundation Award for Outstanding Performance, and is an alumnus of the Massachusetts Institute of Technology Seminar XXI Program.
